
Kaziranga Safari

Tour Itinerary
Day 1: Arrival & Local Exploration

Begin your journey from Jalpaiguri either with an early morning flight from Bagdogra to Guwahati or 

an overnight train to Guwahati Railway Station. Upon arrival, a scenic road trip takes you to 

Kaziranga by late morning or early afternoon. After checking into your resort or homestay, spend the 

rest of the day unwinding amidst nature. You can visit the Kaziranga National Park Interpretation 

Centre in Kohora to get insights into the region’s wildlife and conservation efforts. 

Day 2: Morning and Afternoon Safari

This is the core wildlife experience of your trip. Start your day early with an elephant safari in the 

Western (Bagori) zone. After a hearty lunch and some rest, head out again for an afternoon jeep safari.

The Eastern (Agaratoli) zone is excellent for birdwatching and offers a contrasting landscape. Keep 

your camera ready for birds, wild boars, and even the occasional tiger.

Day 3: Visit Kaziranga Orchid Park or Nearby Cultural Sites

After a day filled with safaris, take it slow by exploring the Kaziranga National Orchid and 

Biodiversity Park. This park showcases hundreds of orchid species native to the Northeast, along with 

a rich display of local crafts, folk music, and traditional dance performances. Later, you can visit 

nearby villages to understand the lifestyle, traditions, and food habits of the local communities. These 

interactions provide a deeper, more personal touch to your Kaziranga journey.

Day 4: Leisure Morning and Departure

Spend your final morning soaking in the tranquility of the surroundings. You can take a short nature 

walk. After breakfast, begin your return journey to Guwahati by road to catch your train or flight back

to Jalpaiguri.
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
